The album - offers a fresh
look at the work of the legendary jazz composer, with the complete absence of a
harmonic instrument such as piano or guitar. Such a lineup creates a space in which
Ellington's music reveals its new, raw face, showing the essence of his melody and

rhythm in a different, minimalist way.

The absence of a harmonic instrument introduces a unique atmosphere,
emphasizing the rhythmic and melodic layers of the pieces. The double bass,
playing both bass and solo parts, acts as the musical backbone, providing harmonic
support and rhythmic basis. The saxophone, as the main melodic instrument,
explores a wide sonic spectrum - from delicate, lyrical phrases to intense,
expressive solos. Percussion adds energy and dynamics, while subtly interacting

with the other instruments to create a sophisticated rhythmic background.

Such an unusual composition allows the listener to focus on the essence of melody
and rhythm, discovering nuances that could be lost in the rich harmony of traditional

arrangements.

The band strives to make very clear references to the original style, while
maintaining a distinctive swing vibe. The songs are played in a simple and pleasant
way, so as not to change the character of each song in any way while giving the

tracks a fresh sound.

The album is not only a
tribute to one of the greatest composers and jazz band leaders of the 20th century,
who had a huge impact on the development of swing and jazz music, but also a
reminder of the timelessness of his music, which continues to inspire generations of

artists and listeners.



Another CD of Duke Ellington songs, probably many of you are wondering, but why

This album is an excellent choice for those who want to discover Ellington's music
in a new and fresh light, as well as for lovers of contemporary jazz who appreciate

innovative approaches to the classics.
